	What is Dragon’s Den?
	Dragon’s Den is a television show that allows prospective or existing businesses to pitch their idea/business to a panel of professional businesspeople for investment.

	What does persuasion mean?
	A process in which one person/group of people tries to influence another person or group of people to change their beliefs or behaviours.  
To make someone change their mind/do something which favours your viewpoint.

	What does DAHFOREST stand for?
	Direct Address, Anecdote, Hyperbole, Fact, Opinion, Repetition, Rhetorical Question, Expert Opinion, Statistics, Triplet

	4.
	What is direct address and why would you use it?
	The use of collective pronouns in a persuasive argument. You address the audience as if you’re talking to each person individually to make them feel important.

	5.
	What is a personal anecdote and why is it persuasive?
	A short, personal story used to persuade your audience to feel a certain way. 

	6.
	How are facts and statistics useful in a persuasive argument?
	It helps to show your audience that you have done your research and that you can use evidence to support your argument.

	7.
	What is the difference between a fact and a statistic?  
	A fact is information proven to be true whereas a statistic is a piece of data used to support ideas (they are not always accurate or trustworthy)

	8.
	What is the difference between a fact and an opinion?
	Opinions are ideas that are not necessarily true but are based on our own thoughts and feelings.

	9.
	What does rhetoric mean?
	How writers use language to influence/motivate readers. 
The art of persuasion.

	10.
	How is repetition effective in a persuasive argument?
	Repeating a single word or phrase helps to draw attention to its importance.

	11.
	What is a Rhetorical Question?
	A question that does not require an answer (used to evoke thinking/reflection).

	12.
	How can emotive language be effective in a persuasive argument?
	Language used to evoke an emotional response in readers can be effective to emphasise your point. Charities do this particularly well.

	13.
	What is a triplet and the rule of three?
	The ‘rule of three’ in writing is based on groups of three items being more memorable, emotionally resonant, and persuasive than simply one or two.  

	14.
	What does formal language mean?
	Language that follows rules and adds clarity, precision and objectivity (avoids slang or colloquialisms).  

	15.
	What do we mean by ‘audience’?
	Someone who watches or listens to a speaker/spoken communication.

	16.
	What is intent?
	The purpose or the want to do something. In writing it could be:
· To persuade
· To inform
· To argue
· To encourage

	17.
	What is a ‘target market’?
	A group of people who businesses are trying to sell a product/service to. 
This is an important step as identifying the correct market means that a company will not lose money.

	18.
	How can a ‘slogan’ be effective in an advertising campaign?
	A slogan is a short, memorable phrase used in advertising, politics, or by groups to express an idea, purpose, or brand identity, aiming to be catchy and stick in people's minds, like Nike's "Just Do It" or McDonald's "I'm Lovin' It". Slogans function as powerful marketing tools to build brand recognition, communicate core values, and persuade audiences through repetition and emotional connection.

	What does ‘structure’ mean in a text?
	The deliberate ordering of information in a text. 
The writer carefully structures their ideas to have the most impact on their readers.

	20.
	What is a ‘sales pitch’?
	A sales pitch is a concise, persuasive, and often short (under 2 minutes) presentation or message designed to convince a potential customer to buy a product, service, or adopt an idea.
