	A comparison that uses ‘like’ or ‘as’

	What is personification?
	Giving an inanimate object human movements/features/characteristic

	3.
	What is a metaphor?
	A figure of speech that describes something by saying it is something else. It’s not actually true, but gives the reader a clearer idea of what it is like e.g. She has a heart of gold.

	4.
	What is caesura?
	A pause in the middle of a line, usually marked with punctuation

	5.
	What are end-stopped lines?
	Lines of poetry where the meaning/thought stop at the end of each line (sometimes marked with punctuation)

	6.
	What is onomatopoeia?
	Words that sound like their meaning e.g. splash, buzz, pop and creak

	7.
	What is enjambment?
	Lines of poetry that run onto the next line, often meaning that the thought ends unexpectedly in the middle of a line

	8.
	What is mood when considering poetry?
	The overall feeling of a poem

	9.
	What is an adjective?
	A word that describes a noun.

	10.
	What is an adverb?
	A word that describes how a verb is being completed.

	11.
	What is repetition?
	The same word or phrase used again purposefully to create effect or rhythm 

	12.
	What is an abstract noun?
	A noun denoting an idea, quality or state e.g. happiness.

	13.
	What is symbolism?
	Using an object or thing to represent a wider idea.

	14.
	What is a sonnet?
	A specific form of poetry made up of fourteen lines, often ending in a rhyming couplet

	15.
	What is a verb?
	An action or doing word.

	16.
	What is a rhyming couplet?
	A pair of lines where the final word/sounds rhyme

	17.
	What is a stanza?
	A verse or section of poetry

	18.
	What is structure in poetry?
	How a poem is put together – how many lines, stanzas, which lines rhyme (if there is any rhyme) etc

	19.
	What is tone in poetry?
	How a poet feels about their chosen topic/ideas

	20.
	What is a volta?
	A turning point in the ‘plot’/tone of a poem
