Hopefully today has started you thinking about what the
language you use says about you, your viewpoint, and what
message that is giving to others around you. For example, if
you choose to use homophobic or transphobic language,
firstly, it says more about you than the person or community
you are directing it to. But secondly, it is likely to cause
enormous offence — and potentially longer lasting harm to
that person.

We would like to finish by getting you to reflect on the harm
that it can cause when you are a bystander — someone who
does or says nothing in response to behaviour which you
know is not right.
