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Plurals

Pets — grammar

To form a plural in French, you usually just add an -s to the noun:
e J'ai deux chats — | have two cats.

Some plurals are irregular:

e Un cheval — deux chevaux (one horse — two horses)
e Un animal —deux animaux (one animal —two animals)

e Un oiseau — deux oiseaux (one bird — two birds)
e Une souris — deux souris (one mouse — two mice)

Position of adjectives

Adjectives, such as colours, go after the noun in French. Instead of saying ‘black hair’, we

say ‘hair black’.

For example: J'ai les cheveux noirs.

The near future tense
To say ‘I'm going to ..." in French, use a form of aller (to go) + an infinitive.
For example: Je vais étre = I’'m going to be

Aller —to go
Je vais I go
Tu vas you go
Il/elle va he/she goes
Nous allons we go
Vous allez you go (plural)
lls/elles vont they go
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
